NECESSARY MATERIALS:
· Each student must bring a three-ring binder to every class – it should contain plenty of lined paper and dividers. Your binder should be kept neat and organized.  Dividers could be labeled according to the units covered and any additional coursework and training.
· You may choose to have additional sections for study material and/or tests and quizzes

· You must bring pens and pencils to every class.  

· To accompany a student binder, this course will have all its resources, notes, presentations etc. posted in Google Classrooms-GSuite which will be able to be accessed by students online.  Assignments will also be able to be submitted electronically through the Google Classroom-GSuite platform. Students will be instructed how to access these resources.

· Your agenda will help you keep track of homework, assignments, quizzes, tests, and project due dates.  

· Laptops and tablets are acceptable to use in this class and encouraged but are not necessary 

ASSIGNMENTS:
· All assignments must be legible (whether typed, or hand-written).  

· Include your name, the date, and title on all work

CLASSROOM PROCEDURES:
· Respect everyone in the classroom. Take responsibility for your actions and at all times keep an open mind and a positive attitude.

· You must arrive to class on time and fully prepared.  Being “on time” means being at your desk in the classroom when the bell rings. Being “full prepared” means having a pen, pencil, paper, binder, any textbooks, and having your homework fully completed.

· You are not permitted to eat or drink in class (although a water bottle is acceptable or a hot drink like coffee in the winter time).
CELL PHONES:

· Please leave mobile phones and other electronic devices off and put away. They are not to be found being used at any time as they are not permitted in this class. If students are found not complying with this cell phone rule, it may be taken away from them for the duration of the period and given back to them at the end of the class.  If it continues to be a problem further follow up may be needed such as a phone call home or an appointment with administration at the school.  

· One of the Core Competencies of the new curriculum relates to Social Responsibility.  
"Social responsibility involves the ability and disposition to consider the interdependence of people…

to contribute to one's…community;  to empathize with others and appreciate their perspectives;  

and to create and maintain healthy relationships." (https://curriculum.gov.bc.ca/competencies/social-responsibility)

· Students' ability to focus for their personal benefit, and for the benefit of the group, will be assessed in the grades (see 
   mark break-down above).  Unauthorized cell-phone use interferes with classroom interaction and adversely affects 
   the classroom environment and relationships.
Successful students avoid their cell-phones during class.  
· An exception to the electronic device rule would be handheld music devices with headphones that may be used only when doing individual seat work. If this privilege is abused it can be taken away.

HOMEWORK AND ASSIGNMENTS:
· You can expect homework in this class.  Homework/ home study is one of the most important things you can do to maximize your chances of success and develop good work habits. Even if you do not have any written homework, you are expected to review at home the work you do in class each day and ensure that you fully understand all of the material.

· Always submit homework and assignments on time. They will be checked at the beginning of the period when they are due. No completion mark will be awarded if the homework is not ready at the beginning of the class. 

· If assignments are handed in late, they will be marked at the discretion of the teacher and when time allows.  It should not be expected that they will returned right away until there is time to do so.  The consequence is a lower course mark until they can be marked and returned to you.

· Make-up work is not an option in this course unless there is a legitimate medical reason.
PLAGIARISM:
· Plagiarism is taking credit for work that another person has done without acknowledging the source.  It is a form of fraud and is considered academic theft.
· Students who submit plagiarized work or who are caught cheating will be given a “0” mark for the work and parents/ guardians will be contacted. Students will also be referred to administration The work may not be re-written for a higher mark. Repeated incidents can result in suspension.  If you are unsure, consult your teacher.
ABSENCES:
· Students are responsible for catching up work missed during an excused absence – please bring a note from your parent/ guardian.  If you are in school the day after an absence (the day prior to the next class), see me about the missed work so that you can complete it and be ready for the next class. An acceptable amount of time to complete an assignment that you missed is the next day you are at school.  For longer assignments where you missed multiple days, please see the teacher to make appropriate arrangements for how you can complete you work and when you must hand it in.   Failing to take ownership over your own learning and getting caught up will result in lower marks.  If you are absent on the day of a test or the day an assignment is due, be prepared to write the test or hand in the assignment on the first day you return to school.

· If you expect to be absent for an extended period of time, please see me to make arrangements to complete work, make up tests, and set suitable dates for completion of work.

· If you are absent without an excuse when a test is written or an assignment is due, you may receive a “0” mark for that test/ assignment.  It may not be written/ submitted at a later date.


EXTRA HELP:
· I am available most days before and after school.  If you can catch me at lunch, I am usually available

   as well.

· Please do not wait until the day homework or assignments are due to ask questions or clarification.

Social Responsibility
Criteria

1. Do you hand in assignments on time?
2. Do you put your hand up to ask a question?
3. Do you use acceptable language/talking in class?
4. Are you always on-time to class?
5. Do you exemplify positive thinking and attitude?
6. Do you show respect to their peers and me (ie. phone abuse)?
7. Do you stay on task for the class (ie. do what you’re supposed to do?)
8. Are you easily distracted by that person next to you, or do you distract them?
9. Do you feel it’s your right to re-do outcomes?
10. Do you miss class due to extra-curricular or “other” reasons….which tend to be unexcused?
11. Do you ask: “can I leave early”?
12. Do you use your phone in class for anything other than school work?

14. I will evaluate your work ethic on this rubric by term's end.  If you are receiving a low percentage, the cell phone count will show me you care about your learning, and as such your social responsibility mark will benefit your overall mark.
